How to reach Shimla and the venue
By Air: Shimla’s Jubbarhatti Airport is nearly 23

km away from the heart of the city. Taxi is

available from airport to City. The airport is
connected to Delhi by daily flights.

By Road: HRTC as well as private buses offer

bus connectivity from all cities in Himachal

Pradesh to Shimla. Frequent ordinary and deluxe

bus services are available from Delhi to Shimla.

By Train: Shimla has a meter gauge railway
station. It connects to the nearest broad gauge

station at Kalka, which is at a distance of 80 km

from Shimla. Kalka is well connected to all major
cities in India by rail.

To reach the Venue

By Taxi: Only HP government taxis are allowed near

the Ridge. This service is available from the Shimla

Bus Terminus.

On Foot: To help with climbing up the hill from Cart

Road (where the bus station is located) to the Ridge,
there is a two-stage lift which could be used on

payment of a nominal fee. Alternatively you can walk

the distance but you will need to hire a porter if you

have heavy luggage.
